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Preface

History 
 

In 1868, the Ladies Memorial Association of Newnan began marking the Confederate 

graves in Oak Hill Cemetery. Later the United Daughters of the Confederacy began taking care 

of the graves. In 1950, Congressman Sid Camp helped get new markers for the graves. Today 

there are 268 graves designated as the “Confederate Cemetery”. The graves mark the resting 

place of soldiers from the each of the Confederate States. 

 

The historical marker in the Confederate Cemetery in Newnan reads as follows: 

 

“Here are buried 268 Confederate Soldiers most of whom died of wounds or 

Disease in the several Confederate hospitals located in Newnan. Some were 

killed in the battle fought south of here, 30 July 1864. Due to the efficiency of 

the local hospitals, only two are “Unknown.” Most of these men were veterans 

of many hard fought battles. Every state in the Confederacy is represented in 

these burials. Also, buried here are two Revolutionary War Soldiers, and one 

from the First World War.”
